Welcome

The Huron-Perth Centre for Children and Youth is an accredited
community-based children’s mental health centre and is funded
by the Ministry of Health and the Ministry of Community and
Social Services. There is no fee to access our services. We
provide support to children and youth up to the age of 18, in
collaboration with families and caring adults. The Centre’s focus
is on assessing needs, building resilience, strengthening
relationships, enhancing understanding, and building
collaborative service plans. The Huron-Perth Centre is the Lead
Agency for child and youth mental health services in Huron and
Perth counties.

Orientation to Service:

We believe that positive relationships are the foundation for
healing and for realizing the potential in all people. We consider
‘family’ to be the most important resource to children and youth.
Youth over the age of 12 can legally consent to participate in
services on their own, however, we prefer family involvement as
much as possible. All legal guardians for children under the age of
12 must provide an acknowledgement of participation prior to
children being involved in services. Please note that as an agency,
HPC does not provide parent capacity assessments or opinions
for any legal purposes or custody and access concerns. 

HPC is committed to providing services that are accessible,
equitable and responsive to the diversity of those who access our
services. HPC strives to reduce barriers clients might face in
accessing services. Accommodation for service is readily
available as requested (e.g. translation/interpreter support,
transportation support, modification of written materials,
accessible entrances & washrooms, registered service animals
welcomed, virtual services, flexible scheduling for appointments,
offering in home and in community supports).



What we provide: 

Individual, group and family counselling for a wide range of
assessed children’s mental health needs.
Access to Registered Mental Health Therapists and Child &
Youth Care Workers.
Collaboration with other applicable services and contribution
to the development of a single shared plan, including a plan
for safety.

Core Services:

Timely Access – is a point of intake for children/youth and
families that offers a collaborative community approach to
assess the needs to access mental health services and other
types of supports. Our goal is to identify strengths, needs and
risks and to collaboratively determine next steps.

Counselling and Therapy – offers a series of planned interrelated
interventions based on assessment of the child, youth and
family’s multiple risks, needs and strengths. Services are
provided within the context of the child or youth’s family, culture
and community.

Intensive Services – programming includes a range of services.
These services are customized and delivered based on the
assessed needs of the children, youth, or families. Intensive
services are delivered in a variety of settings; homes, school,
community.
